Furthermore, the
Association for Supervision and Curriculum
Development (ACSD) will distribute 90 percent
of the amount reserved to Title | schools to
support their local-level family engagement
programs and activities. The district will
provide clear guidance and communication in
developing an adequate family engagement
budget that addresses their needs assessment and
parent recommendations.
